AWARD 

The captioned matter was submitted on August 20, 1992. The named parties appeared at a 
hearing on January 12, 1993 m Chicago, Illinois, and had fiill opportunity to present 
arguments and evidence. The above captioned controversy involved the following issues: 

Wagner Stott Clearing purchased 101 FLR July 45 calls at 1 3/8 from The Chicago 
Corporation. Wagner Stott alleges that The Chicago Corporation keypunched selling ratiier 
than buying 101 FLR July 45 calls at 1 1/2 which resulted in an unmatched trade. Wagner 
Stott alleges they are entitled to the difference of $1262.50. 

The undersigned arbitrators have been fully advised by the parties and after due deliberation, 
award as follows: 

The Chicago Corporation must pay Wagner Stott Clearing a sum of $1,262.50 (One-thousand 
Two hundred Sixty-two dollars and fifty cents) plus $300 (Three hundred dollars), half of tiie 
hearing session fee placed on deposit by Wagner Stott Clearing. This award must be satisfied 
unon receipt. Filing fees placedpn deposit to the Exchange are retained.
