| am a Certified Financial Planner and a 32-year veteran of the insurance and securities business. | am one of
those who has sold annuities and variable annuities only when appropriate. | am writing to you because the
redundant disclosure and suitability standards contained in NASD's proposal to impose specific suitability and

At what point does the
buyer become responsible for his/her decisions? NASD rules already contain a general suitability rule that
applies to all sales of securities, including variable annuities. Why not just enforce those, or enlarge the size of

the print? NASD should focus its efforts on getting consumers to carefully read the prospectus they receive.

Is the problem really that large? Or, do some cases simply get massive publicity?

This country is struggling with an accountability problem. "It's not my fault!" seems to be the consumer mantra.
